	A philosophy based on the ideas of living in harmony with nature.

	Legalism
	belief that people are born bad & need to be controlled.
· Started by Han Feizi
· Guided gov’t during the Qin dynasty
	
	

	Warring States Period
	A time of CIVIL WAR after the fall of the Zhou Dynasty. 
· 7 dynasties fighting for control of China. 
· TIME OF CHAOS IN INSTABILITY
	
	

	Emperor Shi Huangdi
	Unified China after the Warring States Period 
· First Emperor of China
· Created a strict gov’t using Legalism
	
	

	Feudal System 
	creates control by dividing land into smaller parts making it easier to rule.

	The Great Wall
	A barrier made by man of walls across China’s northern border
· protected the Silk Road and civilization.
	
	

	Silk Road
	A trade network that stretched across Asia from China to Europe.
